There will also need to be some road agreements due to the impacts to the Nevada County road system i.e. impacts to intersections with Level of Service F (LOS F)

I don't know what you are referring to as Development Agreements - these usually are a part of the Specific Plan and include compliance with the County Land Use Ordinance - you might want to review the word policy and replace it with Land Use Ordinance.

Placer County will be the Lead Agency responsible for certification of the EIR.  But, Nevada County will need to be involved regarding roads and any activities that impact that County.

Other agencies at the state level:

California Air Quality Resources Board (now an issue with Global Warming impacts to be dealt with)

CalTrans - regional road impacts

Bill, you might consider adding sewer impacts to be reviewed by DSPUD.
